Should We Swing the Same on the Grass and Sand?

Here's one of the most difficult questions in woodball: "Should we swing any differently on the grass and sand?" It's
difficult, but my answer is yes. Yes, the swing for the grass -- in fact, is different than for the sand.

When you stand to the ball in grass woodball course, several aspects of your address position automatically change,
and these pre-swing adaptations immediately alter the nature of your swing.

First, you have to bend over more, to lower your hands down to the shorter shaft. The shorter the club, the more you
have to bend from the waist and counterbalance that tilt by sticking out your rump.

With the shorter shaft, you'll also be standing closer to the ball. It will be only a foot or so in front of your toes, as
opposed to nearly three feet on the sand. This will result in your hands being closer to your body. Along with these
natural changes in address position, you should make one intentional change. As you address shorter , you should
gradually decrease the width of your stance, bringing your right foot progressively closer to your left while keeping
your ball position constant.

All of these address adaptations have the same effect. They set you up for the more vertical, U-shaped swing that
shorter mallet shaft swing requires. In the sand (beach wood ball course), the differences are minor. The resulting
swings are therefore similar to the big, wide sweep for the long distance drive.

In the grass woodball, you don't want to maximize your distance; you want to control it just as surely as you want to
control the direction the ball rolling. The narrowed stance will help you do this, by reducing your leg action and
encouraging more of an arm-and-shoulder swing. And even that arm swing will be a bit less powerful because, with
a shorter shaft, you'll have less centrifugal force at work.Your narrow, more crouched setup will pre-program a mark-
edly more vertical swing that will produce a down-and-through impact that is in vivid contrast to the horizontal sweep
of the long distance drive.

On the grass with a shorter shaft swing, you will auto-

matically have less clubhead speed, so there's easy to L
control the ball in the fairway. But the vertical U-shaped ; '
swing will decelerate your swing speed in the impact of
the ball on the sand. | agree strongly with coaches who
suggest that your players should use a shorter swing in
the grass woodball and widely stance long shaft swing on
the sand.
