2010 Asian Beach Games (ABG) will be held in Muscat, Oman at 8-16 December 2010. There are two venues for 12 sports
event. One is Muscat city (Beach Volley, Marathon Swimming, Triathlon, Beach Woodball) the other is Al Musannah sports
city. The weather during that time is warm and nice average temperature around 20-24 degrees centigrade.

After 2 official meetings and lots of E-mail contact, right now the draft framework almost done. This is the first time for ABG
Woodball set all fairways in sand. They will Design 2 Beach Woodall course (6 fairways) totally 12 fairways and a practice
zone in Muscat beach. Only one competition category for Beach woodball (BW)—Stroke competition, consist of team and
single for both male and female Players. Each nation can register maxima 8 players for both male and female. 6 for team
and single, 2 for single only. There is a little difference in team’s score; the best 4 out of a team in each round (6 fairways)
will be counted as team’s score. Team's score consist of 8 rounds (48 fairways); best 9 singles after 8 rounds will join in
final. Competition date will be 10-13 December.
