Back in 2008, the 1st Asian Beach Games took place in Bali, Indonesia, and players from
countrigs were competing with each other so intensely that | convince this year the Beach Woodball Event must be more
appealing.

When we cooperate with one another to host the three \Woodball competitions, we will draw not only Woodball players but
also Woodball partners to join. They gather together through Woodball, learn from and compete with each other. The
standard and skills of Woodball are therefore enhanced; at the same time, more people would see and know this sport,
which strengthens the Five Year Plan.

Africa’s Development

With just four years since the inauguration of Woodball in Uganda, there has been a growth spurt of the sport in terms of
publicity and coverage. The National University Sport Federation of Uganda can proudly say that the sport is played in all
her affiliated institutions all over the country. It takes dedication and a good strategy to achieve such immense success in
a short while. Africa is a place once known as ‘a dark continent’ because little or no information was known about it. It is
now imaging that Africa is a land of brilliance and potential with all the world leading nations having programs and partner-
ships with it.

In trying to understand the growth of Woodball and the position of Africa, it has been realized that the university sports
system is a vehicle that is being used to promote the sport throughout the nations of Africa. Using partners in the education
system of the different countries ensures that the sport reaches the targeted audience easily since the heads of the sport
double as managers and heads of institutions of learning.

In Uganda, Woodball has been introduced in the university academic program of sports science and physical education.

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The Dream Comes True: The 3rd JUDUCA 2010 and
Honduras Woodball Workshop Set a New Landmark on
Woodball Development in Central America

Remembering in the year of 1995, in the Fukuoka Universiade, | had the chance to know Mr. Clovis Morales Chavez, the
President of Honduras University Sports Federation. | introduced him the Woodball sports invented and developed by Mr.
Ming-Hui WENG of International Woodball Federation, and let him know that we'd like to have Woodball developed in
Honduras. At that time, this idea was like a dream. Then in the Summer Universiade of 1997, held in Sicily, Italy, | gave
President Chavez a set of Woodball equipment hoping he can develop Woodball sport in Central America. Honduras is
such a far away country from Taiwan that | did not mention it to President WENG at that time.

Then International Woodball Federation was suddenly invited by JUDACA UPNFM 2010 Organizing Committee to Hondu-
ras to hold a workshop. Thus President Ming-Hui WENG of International Woodball Federation went to visit Mr, David C.K.
WU, Vice Chairman (his position at that time) of NGO Affairs Committee in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of
China (MOFA) to discuss whether MOFA can support going to hold the workshop in Honduras. Afterwards, Ambassador
WU (then appointed as an Ambassador) was invited to the Grand Garden to learn how to play Woodball. Being such a good
official, he generously agreed to provide assistance in the program of Honduras VWorkshop.

Through careful planning and discussion, it was decided that President WENG in person would lead the team of four, inclu-
sive of myself, Secretary General of IWbF; Mr. Sean WENG, Executive Secretary of IWbF, and Mr. San-Jen LEE, Executive
Secretary of Woodball Committee of Chinese Taipei University Sports Federation, and Ms. Lai-Ling NG, Secretary General
of Hong Kong Woodball Association. They departed from Taipei on 25 April, via Los Angeles, America and The Republic of
El Salvador, and finally arrived in Honduras after 30 hours. But those effort engaged are more worth than this travel.
Because the dream comes true.

The 3rd JUDUCA was held from 24 to 30 April, covering 10 events. There are 8 countries, 18 universities, and 3,000 people
participating in this game. And among them, 32 people went to the Workshop and finished the course during three days.
Some students work very hard to learn how to play Woodball and said that they would develop Woodball back in Belize.

After the workshop in Honduras, Ambassador WU led us to Belize on 30 April to continue the Woodball development
program. With his careful planning, the Workshop drew more than 100 people, which is almost an unheard-of success. Also
thanks to Ambassador WU, we're able to meet with Minister of Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Belize.

In the end, the success of these events should give the credit to NGO’s assistance, and the Taiwan Ambassador Chien-
Chung LAl in Honduras and secretary YOUNG for they help find the interpreter between Spanish and Mandarin in the
Woodball Workshop, which showed our good service and consideration for our diplomatic alley. Thus the workshops sew
the seeds of Woodball, and we all look forward to the blossom of those seeds in Central and southern America.

Atlast, we really appreciate the hospitality from President Mensaje de Lasra of JUDCA UPNEM who also promised to send
Woodball players from Honduras University to participate in the upcoming 3rd World University Woodball Championship.
This all comes from the achievement of the workshops.
